It was
my 6th month living on the road and my time
on tour was complicated. | was trying to enjoy
the brilliant and fortunate position | found my-
self in; visiting all these amazing cities, being
a part of great and impactful work, wonderful
new friends, eating everything in sight at all
times... while also running YES Theatre from
away. Navigating that home/away balance
was something | had done throughout the en-
tire lifespan of the company, specifically while
living inToronto during the fall and winter,
then returning home to Suds each summer to
live out glorious musical days with the people
| loved most. But being really far - like, really
far away - different time zones and such -
while planning planning planning - was both
wonderful and exhausting.

What kept me joyful and inspired each day
was the friendship and collaboration of the

people | was working with and the shared vi-
sion of what we knew we were building.

One fateful night, while in Sacramento, | read
a passage from a book called FREE FOR ALL,
about the great Joseph Papp, legendary the-
atre producer who had a profound gift for
making things happen.The passage at the
time knocked me off my feet - the sentiment
was at once recognizable to me, but also felt
like a new and great wind in my heart - setting
something within me into motion.

Everything you do, if you want to make any
changes, is an enormous thing, impossible,
but it becomes manageable once you start

to deal with it. You have a sense of the end,
but you can’t operate from that point of view:
you think of this one thing that has to be done
right now. It’s like cutting a hole into the side
of a mountain. You have to start with just a
few strokes, but at least you see something



happening, a few shards are loosened.

But, | tell you, that starting is painful. | hate
it.... You come up against a lot of resistance,
both physical and psychological and you must
go past the most extreme thing that you feel
you can do. Everything says to you “Don’t

do it, don’t do it” but you can’t back away.
You want to follow the line of least resistance,
that’s only human, but something doesn’t let
you do that, and you grind it out. You do it,
you do it, you do it, and you get to see that al-
most everything is doable, one way or anoth-
er. It's the most painful, the most undesirable
choice to make, but if you don’t do that, you
won’t have a chance, nothing will budge.
